These two 

charities can make a significant impact on the lives of 

young people and families in our community with our 

collective support.

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D-Day 80th Anniversary Commemorations 
The Museum held a poignant 

exhibition commemorating the 80th 

anniversary of the D-Day landings 

and the Battle of Normandy.  Exhibits 

took visitors on a thought-provoking 

journey on what life was like during 

wartime and reflected on the most 

significant victory of the Western 

Allies during World War Two. 

Daventry Town Council (DTC) 

honoured the sacrifice of local 

servicemen by sponsoring a plaque on 

behalf of the people of the town which 

forms part of the ‘Standing with 

Giants’ installation at the British 

Normandy Memorial in Ver-sur-Mer, 

France. The plaque is dedicated to 23

-year-old Albert Louis Andrews, who was killed in action 

on D-Day. It stands among the 1,475 silhouettes 

representing the servicemen who died on D-Day under 

British command during the Normandy landings. 

DTC also reaffirmed its 

commitment to support 

the Armed Forces 

community by signing 

the Armed Forces 

Covenant on the eve of 

the 80th anniversary of 

D-Day. The ceremony 

was held at the Town 

Council offices on 5th June 2024. The Covenant 

ensures that service personnel and veterans are not 

disadvantaged when accessing services like 

healthcare, education and housing. 

British Science Week: The museum held its eighth 

annual, free and award-winning British Science Week 

(BSW) event. Children and families came to celebrate 

all things science with a day of free, fun and interactive 

activities based on STEM (Science, Technology, 

Engineering and Maths). We had fun bubble art, 

rainbow experiments and children completed science 

themed activity packs to be in for a chance of winning a 

prize, this year
